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STUDENT RULES

Rules and regulations are essential for the smooth and efficient operation of any school system.  The rules in this handbook are not to restrict, but to govern behavior.  To be a productive member of society or a school, one must obey the rules.

OFFICE VISITATION

Students, please conduct your business in a quick and efficient manner so that you will not take the school secretaries away from their duties more than is necessary.

Visits to the office should be cleared with classroom teachers before taking time from any class.  If possible, office visits should be before school, after school, during lunchtime, or between classes.

LUNCHROOM

Students in grades 7-12 are allowed to leave school premises during the lunch period, however, vehicles or other motorized forms of transportation are not permitted to be used during this time.

Students are required to identify themselves as they pass the lunchroom monitor with their trays.

Lunch tickets may be purchased in the office.  Free and reduced lunch forms are also available in the office.

Throwing of food, loud or boisterous conduct, horse-play, crowding in the lunch line, etc. indicates a lack of maturity and absence of good manners and will therefore not be acceptable behavior in the lunchroom.

Food and milk are NOT permitted to be taken from the lunchroom.  Be conservative; do not waste food.  Please leave your tables and floor area as neat and clean as they were when you arrived.

STATE LAW – Snack and drink machines will be shut off during the lunch period.  Pop is not allowed in the lunchroom.

PUBLIC DISPLAYS OF AFFECTION

Students will be allowed to hold hands.  No kissing or excessive physical contact will be allowed.  Students who do not follow these guidelines will be subject to disciplinary actions.
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DRESS CODE

Students of Campo School are expected to follow these rules related to dress and appearance during the course of the school day.  Coaches and physical education teachers may adjust this code as appropriate for their specific situations.  The following items are deemed disruptive to the classroom environment or to the maintenance of a safe and orderly school and are not acceptable in school building, on school grounds, or at school activities:

1.
Shorts, dresses, skirts or other similar clothing shorter than mid-thigh length.

2.
Sunglasses and/or hats worn inside the building.

Inappropriately sheer, tight or low-cut clothing (e.g. midriffs, halter tops, backless clothing, tube 



tops, garments made of fishnet, mesh or similar material, muscle tops, etc.) that bare or expose 



traditionally private parts of the body including, but not limited to, the stomach, buttocks, back 



and breasts.

Tank tops or other similar clothing with straps narrower than 1/5 inches in width may not be worn.


5.  
Any clothing, paraphernalia, grooming, jewelry, hair coloring, accessories, or body adornments, 
that are or contain any advertisement, symbols, words, slogans, patches, or pictures that:

· Refer to drugs, tobacco, alcohol, or weapons
· Are of sexual nature

· By virtue of color, arrangement, trademark, or other attribute denote membership in gangs which advocate drug use, violence, or disruptive behavior

· Are obscene, profane, vulgar, lewd or legally libelous

· Threaten the safety or welfare of any person

· Promote any activity prohibited by the stuent code of conduct 

· Otherwise disrupt the teaching-learning process

Because of the problem of interpretation of what type of dress is deemed inappropriate, the general rule will be:  “If the dress of the student is a distraction to the educational process, the student will be asked by the teacher or administration to change their clothing or remove the article that is causing the distraction.

If a student CHOOSES to participate in ANY extra-curricular activity they must be clean shaven and not wear facial piercing.

TELEPHONE CALL GUIDELINES
1. The phone in the hallway will be available after school hours for student use.

2. Students may use the phone in the office to make necessary calls.

3. Try to use the phone only before and after school, during lunchtime, or between classes.

4. Calls must be kept short.

5. Ordering form the café MUST be done between classes, NOT during class time.

6. No use of the phone during class time.

7. Students will not be pulled out of class for calls except for emergencies.  Phone message will be delivered to students when least intrusive to instruction.

8. Phones in the school are NOT to be used socially.

APPOINTMENTS

The Superintendent, Principal, Counselor, and other faculty members are available to parents and patrons.  Visitors are always welcome to visit the school, but they should check through the office before going into the classroom unless specifically invited by the teacher.  Visitations by children not enrolled in the Campo School must first be approved by the administration.
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AUTOMOBILES

Students driving vehicles to school are to park them when they arrive at school and stay out of them until school is dismissed or until they have permission from administration to enter or move the vehicle.  Any student who is transported to school by bus is not to enter any vehicle to leave the school grounds without permission.  This includes the time between the bus arrival and when classes begin.
LOCKERS

Each student (7-12) will be assigned a locker at the beginning of the school year.  The lockers are the property of the school are subject to inspection by authorized personnel.  The use of lockers will be governed by the following regulations:

1. Lockers should be kept neat and clean.

2. Taping and sticking materials to the lockers is discouraged, as it tends to destroy the paint.  If you do put things on the inside of your locker, you will be required to remove them at the end of the school year.  The outside of your locker should be clean and free of tape or stickers.  (Exception:  Decorations for homecoming or special events.)

3. At various times during the year, locker inspections may be held.

4. Students should not expect to be allowed to go to their lockers during class time.  You may go to your locker during class time only with permission of the classroom teacher.

5. Bags too large for lockers may not be left on the floor in the hallway.  Large items may be stored on top of the lockers.

SCHOOL HOURS

Classes begin at 8:00 am and dismiss at 4:00 pm Monday through Thursday, and 12:00 pm on Enrichment Fridays.  Students are not to be on school premises before 7:40 am.  School buses are due to arrive at school between 7:40 and 8:00 am, weather conditions permitting.  Students are not allowed in the gym before 7:45 am.

Elementary students must report to their classrooms upon arriving at school.  If the teacher has not arrived, students must wait at the classroom door.  Elementary students are not allowed on the playground or in the gym without elementary teacher supervision during school hours.

Junior High and High School students may go to the gym or library at 7:45 am or remain quietly in the high school hallways or classrooms.  Students are expected to leave school at the regular time of dismissal, 4:00 pm  Monday-Thursday, however, teachers may detain students for disciplinary reasons or for individual instruction.  Prior arrangements between teachers and parents will be made in these instances so parents can provide transportation home for the student.
It may also be necessary for students who participate in athletics or other special activities to remain after school.  A teacher or coach must supervise any students remaining after school hours.

Once you have arrived at school, you must get permission from the administration to leave school grounds for any reason other than lunch (open campus at lunch time for grades 7-12).

Special arrangements may be made through the administration when a student needs to be at school before 7:40 am.
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TOBACCO, ALCOHOL, AND DRUG USAGE

Tobacco, alcohol, and drug usage is strictly prohibited ON AND OFF school property during school hours and at school activities.

VANDALISM

Any vandalism to the school or school equipment or property will be reported to the proper law enforcement officials.

EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

To participate in any activity sponsored by the Colorado High School Activity Association (CHSAA), students must meet eligibility requirements established by CHSAA.  Students in grades 5-12 who are participating in athletics must have a physical examination.
To be eligible to participate in ALL extra-curricular activities ALL students in ALL grade levels will be subject to a weekly eligibility report based on their present average in each class.  A student will be declared ineligible for the following week if he/she has one “F”.

ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY


The Instructor or Counselor/Principal will inform the student by Tuesday morning that they are deficient in that course.  The deficiency report will be mailed on Tuesday and the student will be ineligible until the following Tuesday.
HOMECOMING

Homecoming activities occur during a two-week period during basketball season.  Grades 9:12 participate in competition to raise the most money during a designated time period.  Each class selects a King and Queen candidate to represent them.  The class making the most money determines the King and Queen.

SOCIAL ACTIVITIES

All plans for social events shall be cleared through the office.  Activities should be planned and the Principal should be notified for approval well in advance (two weeks) to avoid conflicts.  When students are attending a social activity, they are to remain until ready to leave for the evening.  If a student leaves before the activity is over, permission to return may only be granted when prior arrangements have been made with the sponsor or administration.
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ATTENDANCE

One Semester Course:

· If a student misses nine or more days in a semester their grade will be reduced 2% each absence until they reach 12 absences in that semester.

· On the 12th absence in that semester the student will not receive credit for that course.

Two Semester Course:

· The above rules are the same for any one of the two semesters except the student will not receive credit for that semester.

· If a student should reach 13 absences, anytime during the course, their grade will be reduced by 2% each absence until they reach 18 absences during the year.

· On the 18th absence the student will not receive credit for the entire course.

EXAMPLES:  


One Semester Course:  A student misses 11 days, their FINAL grade will be reduced 6%.


Two Semester Course:  A student misses 17 days, their FINAL grade will be reduced 10%.

***Percentages will be rounded to the nearest whole number.

EXAMPLES:  6% of a 94% average would be a grade of 88.36 or 88%.


          8% of an 89% average would be a grade of 81.88% or 82%.

                        Rounding of grades will be from the tenths digit (<.5>)

***Letters will be sent home to inform students of their attendance.

***Parents/guardians have the right to go to the local Board to appeal after the absences result in the loss of credit.

GRADE PLACEMENT REQUIREMENTS
In order for a student to qualify as a sophomore, the student must have acquired six credits by the end of the freshman year.

A sophomore must have acquired 12 credits to be classified as a junior.

A junior must have at least 18 credits to be classified as a senior.

REPORT CARDS
Report cards will be issued on the Wednesday following the close of the nine-week grading period.  Teachers are asked to go over grades with each individual student at the time grade cards are given out.

HONOR ROLL
An honor roll list will be posted following the close of each nine-week grading period.  To be eligible for the honor roll a student must not have a grade lower than a “B”.  To figure grade points on the honor roll the following system is used:  A – 4:0; B – 3.0; C – 2.0; D – 1.0; and F – 0.  This system is used in determining the valedictorian and salutatorian.  

Distance Learning Classes:

· We will abide by the rules and syllabus of the sending school.

· The grading scale and class schedule will be that of the sending school.

SAFETY DRILLS
Safety drills will be conducted monthly during the school year.  If a student pulls the fire alarm, law enforcement will be notified.

PERSONAL PROPERTY RESTRICTIONS AT SCHOOL

Any personal property that will cause disruption in school during school hours will not be permitted.  This includes all electronic devices such as cellular phones, i-pods, cd players, etc.  Should students choose to bring disruptive items to school, the items will be collected by the Principal and parents will be asked to pick those items up.  The second time such items are found at school they will be collected from the student and returned at the end of the school year.

SCHOOL DETENTION

The School discipline policies will be strictly enforced.  Detention will be held on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 4:05-5:00 pm.  Parents will be notified when their child will is required to report to detention to allow them time to make arrangements for transportation.  The school district will not be providing transportation home or to any extra-curricular activity.
